Please be careful not to mow over your
water meter box when mowing your lawn. Lawn
mowers can easily damage water meter box lids
and can also cause damage to your lawn mower.
Damage to the meter box lid can also hamper
electronic meter reading, requiring the District to
replace expensive equipment that is attached to the
lid. Help the District save money by being careful
when mowing and maintaining your yard. If you
